PLAINTIFF’S CROSS-MOTION FOR PARTIAL SUMMARY JUDGMENT

Pursuant to Federal Rule of Civil Procedure 56 and Local Rule 7, and in accordance with
the Minute Orders entered by this Court on May 8, 2018, and August 24, 2018, Plaintiff
Reporters Committee for Freedom of the Press (“Reporters Committee” or “RCFP”) respectfully
moves the Court for partial summary judgment in its favor and against Defendants Federal
Bureau of Investigation (“FBI”’) and United States Department of Justice (“DOJ”) (collectively,

under the Freedom of Information Act (“FOIA”), 5 U.S.C. § 552.
